To save in MPEG-2 format when creating the film (as opposed to when creating the
project), set MPEG format in the Save As window.

- Click on Options... to set the MPEG format for the film you are going to record.
- In the Video Save Options window select the Compression tab.
- Select Mpeg 2 from the Media type drop-down list and save your film.
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Note: to obtain the best possible image quality, choose the highest possible format
and the one closest to that of your final film.
